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é ‘ Overcoming Fear”

Many years ago I read
the story of Grace Saenz. Her
earliest memories are of sponta-
neity and adventure. She was a
delightful and pretty child, en-
joying life immensely. Her fam-
ily nicknamed her mariposa
(butterfly). She had no fear. She
trusted.

That all changed when
she was eight, and two distant
relatives molested her. That
event shattered her colorful,
playful world. She began to dis-
trust God, men, even herself. She
was pretty and pretty wasn't
safe. Fear overwhelmed her, and
became her constant companion.
For years she lived in fear and
loathing.

A Christian, she one day
read and paused over the story
of Lazarus. It moved her. Jesus
had the power to raise the dead.
As this thought took hold of her,
it was as if she heard God say to
her, “Grace, come forth. Let oth-
ers take the grave clothes. Be
free.” She began to let a friend
closer. She shared her fear, and
the friend’s compassion reas-
sured her.

She continued to strug-
gle to let go of her fears, but they
lost much of their power over
her. The capacity for trust re-
turned. Mainly, she trusted Jesus
more deeply to restore her and
give her full life. A Psalm com-
forts her when the shadows
gather. When she struggles she
is confident of this: “The Lord is

my rock, my fortress and my
deliverer, my God is my rock in
whom I take refuge. He is my
shield and the horn of my salva-
tion.” She says, “With such a
God, fear cannot overcome me.”

Fear is a terrible com-
panion, and it haunts us more
than we want to admit. The anti-
dote, of course is trust. Trust is
the polar opposite of fear. Trust
is the light that dispels the shad-
ows. We have a choice to make
at every point where fear threat-
ens to drag us down. Will we
give our fears power to over-
whelm us? Or will we trust
God'’s strength to sustain us?

For all who feel the
sharp stab of fear, the second
stanza of How Firm a Founda-
tion should be our enduring an-
them: “Fear not I am with thee,
O be not dismayed, for I am thy
God and will still give thee aid,
I'll strengthen thee, help thee
and cause thee to stand, upheld
by my righteous omnipotent
hand.”
