 For many years we have 
encouraged individuals to “find 
your place” here at Broadmoor. 
Broadmoor has a place for eve-
ryone. We have Sunday morning 
Bible Study, Worship, Wednes-
day night supper and Bible 
Studies, youth activities, chil-
dren’s activities, senior adult 
activities, fellowship opportuni-
ties, avenues for spiritual forma-
tion, mission opportunities, etc. 
 During this time of tran-
sition, the church staff often 
hears the same question from 
members of our congregation, 
“How can we help you?” That is 
a question that we love to hear, 
because it means you care about 
the church and about your 
church staff.  It shows that God 
is still at work in the hearts, 
hands, and minds of those who 
are a part of Broadmoor Baptist 
Church. 
 Our Wednesday night 
services have been a staple of 
Broadmoor Baptist for many 
years. Over the past few months 
we have noticed an attendance  
shift in our Wednesday night 
services. Tracey Hodges, our 
business administrator, recently 
provided statistics for our hard 
working Pastor Search Commit-
tee. She supplied a breakdown 
of our Wednesday night atten-
dance. We base our Wednesday 
night dinner planning on the 
number of people that sign up in 
the fall, periodically reevaluat-
ing according to menu or holi-
days. Having provided the same 

information for the last PSC, she 
was able to do a 5 year compari-
son.  We knew our numbers 
were down, but after seeing the 
actual comparison, our suspi-
cions were more than confirmed. 
 Five years ago we aver-
aged 130 to 150 people for din-
ner. Currently we average 85 
persons. Last week we planned 
to feed about 100 people, but 
only 45 attended. Thus, we had a 
loss of 55 dinners. That trans-
lates into a $275 loss for one 
week.  We cannot continue to 
operate at a loss on a weekly 
basis.  We know everyone would 
love to have Fried Chicken or 
Meatloaf every week but we 
barely “break even” on those 
nights. We are open to sugges-
t i o n s .  G i v e  u s  y o u r 
ideas….Potlucks? Monthly Din-
ners? No Dinners? 
 Please share with us 
your thoughts and ideas on how 
to make improvements to the 
ministries we offer. Please keep 
asking, “How can we help?” 
Please make every effort to be a 
part of the fellowship, ministries, 
and mission of Broadmoor Bap-
tist Church.
