
 The Church Office got 
word last Friday, after business 
hours, that the sanctuary air-
conditioning unit was broken 
and needed repairs. Keep in 
mind it is mid-June in south 
Louisiana where we have been 
steadily hitting mid to high 90 
degree temperatures for weeks, 
not including the humidity! 
Church staff scrambled, learning 
that, due to the age of the unit, 
the parts would have to be 
shipped, and repairs could not 
be made until Monday. Plan B: 
we would have to worship in the 
original sanctuary, currently our 
Church Activities Hall (aka: the 
gym). We got the word out to 
Sunday School teachers and 
classes, posted the news on Face-
book, notified choir, and encour-
aged people to spread the word. 
Next time, we will include send-
ing word to everyone by email.  
 On Sunday morning, 
staff and members gathered in 
the CAH to assemble 240 chairs, 
a pulpit, flowers and Christ can-
dle, backdrops, and banners. We 
also established good audio con-
nections, arranged the piano, 
and set up recording devices. 
First two rows on both sides 
would serve as a makeshift 
“choir loft,” third rows would be 
for deacons of the week, and 
staff would remain seated 
around the pulpit. Interestingly, 
or predictably, some of our folks 
sat at the equivalent of their 
every-Sunday seating position in 

“big church.” However, our 
usual “balcony folks” found 
they had to worship from a dif-
ferent perspective!  
 Some of our long-time 
members felt there was some-
thing rather odd about the ar-
rangement.  They reminded us 
that when the CAH was the BBC 
sanctuary, “we faced the oppo-
site direction.” That is true! But 
there were good reasons we had 
to face the south instead: sound 
connections and entrance loca-
tions!  
 How would our congre-
gation react to such a disruption 
in our Sunday morning routine? 
Surprisingly, the inconvenience 
proved to be an unintended 
blessing! It rang a nostalgic note 
for many, created a sense of inti-
macy and closeness, a reminder 
that we are church wherever we 
gather. We have heard from 
many “Let’s do it again!” And so 
we will – Communion Sunday, 
July 15. And for those who can’t 
worship with us on location, you 
may join us by Facebook.
