I Have Doubts 
1 John 3:19-24 

In Loving Memory 
Mr. Henry Griffin united with this 
church on December 27, 1964 and 
departed this life on July 21, 2015. 

Rockies or Appalachians? I love 
all mountains. They're nature's 
way of declaring what it can do 
with a combination of time, pres-
sure, heat, and pure muscle. The 
Rockies are jagged and young, 
geologically speaking. Precam-
brian adolescents at best. The 
Appalachians beat them by 400 
million years or so. The Rockies 
are brash and tall and full of 
boasts. The Appalachians were 
once as tall, but their high peaks 
long ago washed into the lush 
valleys that surround and wind 
their way through the chain. 
 
The Rockies thrill with a majestic 
energy. The Appalachians whis-
per a gentle wisdom that the 
same nature that pushed them 
up will eventually wear them 
down. They are accepting of the 
fact that even the earth recycles. 
 
You can probably tell that I'm an 
Appalachian type of guy. Step-
ping under the canopy of hard-
woods seems like coming home 
to me. Leslie and I spent our re-
cent vacation hiking the trails, 
touring the caverns, wading in 
the streams, and taking time to 
drink in the green that is so lush 
it seems to pulse. 
 
On one hike, I stood in front of a 
boulder larger than my house. 
Lichens formed its beard. Water, 
nature's blood, dripped over its 
sides. When had it tumbled to 
this resting spot? How long until 

the next geological shudder 
sends it farther down the slope? 
 
You can feel pretty small in na-
ture. That rock is nearly half a 
billion years old. I'll live four 
score, give or take. I'm not even a 
gnat. It didn't even notice me. I 
get the same fleeting impression 
when I stand under a starry sky. 
What is man? 
 
But then, I remember that God 
has created me a little lower than 
the angels, and crowned me with 
glory and honor. That boulder 
has a 450 million year head start, 
but I'll be around to witness its 
slow wearing away, and will re-
joice when God makes a new 
heaven and a new earth. 
 
I'm not gloating over the rock. It 
served its purpose to silently 
awaken me again to my small-
ness, and perhaps remind me of 
the smallness of the problems 
and worries I carry like an over-
stuffed backpack. I remember 
that God has a purpose for me 
that extends into eternity. 
 
And so the boulder finished its 
mute sermon, and I turned back 
to enjoy time with my wife and 
listen and watch for new remind-
ers from an eternal God who cre-
ated me to live eternally.
