 Have you ever heard the 
expression, “find your voice?”  I 
haven’t written an article for the 
Bulletin since the Great Flood 
over five weeks ago and for 
good reason. My family was one 
of the thousands who was 
flooded.  I was overwhelmed, 
incredibly sad, very tired, and 
yet at the same time felt like I 
couldn’t stop working at my 
house.  I had to push forward 
and try to restore all that was 
lost (which was not as much as 
most).  I didn’t give myself time 
to find my voice. I guess I was 
afraid of the sounds I would 
hear. 
 I finally did hear the 
sweet whispers of the Spirit 
through a passage from Lamen-
tations 3. In the past, these 
words have reminded me of the 
steadfast love of God and still 
offer incredible hope today. 
 The thought of my afflic-
tion and my homelessness is worm-
wood and gall! My soul continually 
thinks of it and is bowed down 
within me. But this I call to mind, 
and therefore I have hope: The stead-
fast love of the Lord never ceases, 
His mercies are new every morning; 
great is Your faithfulness. “The 
Lord is my portion,” says my soul, 
therefore I will hope in Him. 
 Notice the part of the 
sentence that says, “His mercies 
are new every morning.” Not 
just whenever God feels like 
handing out a morsel of grace, 
but EVERY morning. In other 
words, every day, all the time, 
constantly.  God was blessing 

me all the time but I was too fo-
cused on pushing through with 
recovery and hiding my feelings 
I wasn’t seeing all the beautiful  
blessings He was providing all 
around me. Both big and little 
victories every day that were a 
part of the recovery. The first 
day a dear friend offered her 
home for my family to live. The 
day so many friends showed up 
to help me pull out drywall and 
clean out my house. The day the 
air conditioner cranked up, fi-
nally providing long needed 
relief and speeding up the dry-
ing out process. The day the 
FEMA deposit came through. 
The day the trash was finally 
removed. The days our laundry 
has been washed. The many 
days that meals have been pro-
vided.…I could go on and on. 
The writer of Lamentations was-
n’t joking when he said, “The 
steadfast love of the Lord never 
ceases.” 
 We’ve come a long way, 
but we have a long way to go. 
I’m going to do my best to be 
aware of the great things God 
will do in the aftermath of this 
great tragedy, because they will 
be amazing! Thanks be to God 
we have the assurance that He 
will faithfully walk with us all 
the way.
