“... homes are not meant
to be lived in - but only to be
moved out from.” That’s a quote
from Richard Rohr’s book, Falling
Upward: A Spirituality for the Two
Halves of Life. Chances are, you do
not live in the same home you
grew up in. You live in different
home. When was the first time
you left home by your own
choice? And why? To go to col-
lege, or when you got the job, or
when you met your spouse? The
point Rohr is making is that home
is not the destination, but the
launching pad from which we
journey, explore, experience, and
grow. It is from home that we
take leaps of faith, and risks of
failing ... and succeeding. Home
is where the Hobbits of Lord of
the Rings longed to remain ... yet
the adventure couldn’t begin un-
til Bilbo took a leap of faith and
left.

Rohr says, “The familiar
and the habitual are so falsely
reassuring, and most of us make
our homes there permanently.
The new is always ... unfamiliar
and untested, so God, life, desti-
ny, suffering have to give us a
push - usually a big one - or we
will not go. ... homes are not
meant to be lived in - but only to
be moved out from.”

Notice, he said
“suffering.” Suffering’s gift is to
make us leave the familiar for
new territory, and set us on our
adventure, or our “calling.” In his
book “Dark God,” Thomas
Romer proposes that it was not
intended for Adam and Eve to
stay home, in the Garden, but to

be launched out on their big ad-
venture. Think about that! We call
it “The Fall” or “The Sin,” but the
word “sin” isn’t used until the
murder. Romer is doubtful the
two would have resisted the
temptation and remained in their
garden home forever. After all, in
placing a prohibition, God surely
foresaw the transgression. Not to
mention that, traditionally, in the
Bible and the ancient Near East,
laws come with both blessings
and curses: blessings for obeying
and curses for disobeying. In the
Genesis 3, there is only a curse
promised, as if God knew that
disobedience was inevitable. He
proposes that God wanted to
drive the human couple to trans-
gress in order that they gain a
conscience, their freedom, and,
their independence. Yes. Just as
their transgression awakened
their sense of difference between
humans and animals, it also re-
vealed the difference between
humans and God. We grow by
leaving home. Sometimes we are
nudged - or shoved - out by suf-
fering.

Rarely do we experience
the adventure we were meant for
without first leaving, or sacrific-
ing something (like Faust, Sleep-
ing Beauty, Adam and Eve, Je-
sus). It is risky. But that’s where
we grow, gain freedom, inde-
pendence, courage and confi-
dence. Homes come and go, but
the journey continues!
